“The nose is explosive, opulent, seductive and striking. Notes of plum, red, ripe black and sour cherries, 

blackberry, rose petal, and tobacco emerge. On the palate, the flavor is classic, rich and potent, with notes of 

alpine herbs and a leathery finish.

“This deep ruby-red wine has powerful, complex aromas of dried plums and balsamic (anise, fennel, 

mint) traces. Quite dry (not sweet) on the palate, soft and with bright acidity, the wine shows flavors of 

baked cherry, chocolate and cinnamon. Structured but noble, delicate tannins precede a long finish. ”

“Smooth, big volume and structure, sweet and dense tannin balanced with the acid structure of the wine. 

Long and intense aftertaste of little red and dark fruits together with spices notes.”

“The intense, fine and complex perfume develops on notes of morello cherry enhanced by a background 

note of spices, mostly cinnamon and cloves. On the palate, the initial tactile phase in which we can
